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After the solemnity, reflection and prayer of Lent, we come to the pinnacle of the 
Christian year. During the Three Days -- starting at sundown on Maundy Thursday and 
continuing through Easter -- we mark the death of Christ and rejoice in his glorious 
resurrection. Please take this opportunity to invite your friends and neighbors to celebrate 
with us at one of our worship services this Easter.  

     At the heart of Maundy Thursday is Jesus’ commandment to  
love one another. We are called to humbly care for one another, 
especially the poor and unloved.  At the Lord’s Table we remember 
Jesus’ sacrifice of his life, as we are called to help others. On 
Maundy Thursday, April 1 , please join our LCR family for the 
observation of the Last Supper.  The service will begin at 7 p.m. in     
our Fellowship Hall.  We will commune around tables in an “upper 
room” setting with a drama as our proclamation of the Gospel        
for the evening. 

Good Friday proclaims Jesus as a triumphant king who reigns 
from the cross. We gather not to mourn but to celebrate Christ’s 
life-giving passion and to find strength and hope in the tree of 
life. Join us on Good Friday, April 2 , for the emotionally and 
spiritually powerful Tennebrae Service at 8 p.m. 

     Finally, on Sunday, April 4 , Easter is here at last. He is risen, 
He is risen indeed! This is the culmination of our faith. Easter is 
the great feast of the church, beginning a fifty-day festival of 
rejoicing. The resurrection of Christ is proclaimed with shouts of 
Alleluia -- there is good news for everyone: death has been put to 
death, humanity has been restored. Please come and rejoice with 
us at any of the three services on Easter Day: 
 

�� Sunrise Worship begins at 7:18 a.m. in our Memorial Garden. 
�� Breakfast will begin immediately following the Sunrise service until 9 a.m. in 

our Fellowship Hall.  Please sign up in the Narthex if you plan to attend.  A free 
will offering will be taken. 

�� Easter Celebration Worship begins at 9:30 a.m. 
�� Joyful Noise Praise Worship will begin at 11:45 a.m. 
Let us rejoice together on Easter and throughout the Easter season in the central 

miracle of our faith, that Christ who died lives again.  
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During the month of February, I became aware of two 
different “contemporary stories” (as consistent with our 
Lenten theme) that have inspired me to write about them; 
how they relate to each other, how they intersect, and how 
they call us as followers of Jesus to reflect, converse and 
consider our actions. 

One day when I got home for lunch there was a voice 
message on our answering machine from my mother-in-law 
who lives in Port Charlotte, Florida.  She was exasperated!  
The essence of her lengthy message was that she was in 
Bible study that morning and the conversation got around 
to a news report that there were over 300 homeless children 
“living” in the woods in her community.  The report said 
that the children stay there so that they can go to school and 
get a free meal each day.  Essentially, my mother-in-law’s 
reaction was, “How can that be happening in our country?”  
She sounded rather hopeless! 

Part of my reaction to her message was that older 
people tend to remember the good old days of “this 
country’s” history and see today’s challenges as 
insurmountable.  Part of my reaction was to share my 
mother-in-law’s question, “How in this country…?”  And a 
final part of my reaction was that I was not nearly as 
surprised about this phenomenon as she was because I have 
seen and read similar reports. 

Last weekend, the Greater Cincinnati version of my 
mother-in-law’s epiphany was reported in Sunday Forum 
section of The Enquirer under the title “Homeless Teens.”  
The statistics are staggering; an estimated 6,000 homeless 
children in Greater Cincinnati.  At any one time in the 
United States, 1.5 million children are homeless (one in 
fifty)!  The stories of these children were enough to bring 
one to tears!  They are stories of desperate survival and in 
many cases, the downward spiral of self destruction to 
eventual death!  To quote the report, “Half of all children 
on the streets or in shelters say that their parents told them 
to leave the house or did not care if they did…There’s a 
sense with them that everyone in their lives has let them 
down and not done even the most basic jobs well in looking 
after them…The streets treat me better than my family ever 
has…”  I think about St. Paul talking about himself as “one 
untimely born” (I Corinthians 15:8) and wonder if the same 
thoughts have not gone through the minds of these children.  
In Greater Anderson Township we may not come in touch 
with this horror, but it is true nevertheless; thousands of 
children unwanted by their parents and uncared for by 
society!    

“Many women choose abortion in a desperate attempt 
to survive in a hostile social environment.  In order to

“I call heaven and earth to witness against you today that I have set before you life and death, 

blessings and curses.  Choose life so that you and your descendants may live…”   
Deuteronomy 30:19 

affirm the value of life and reduce the number of abortions, 
it is essential for us as a church to work to improve support 
for life in society.  Greater social responsibility for the care, 
welfare, and education of children and families is needed 
through such measures as access to quality, affordable 
health care, child care, and housing.  Sufficient income 
support for families needs to be provided by employers, or, 
in the case of the unemployed, through government 
assistance.  As a society we need to provide increased 
support for education, nutrition, and services that protect 
children from abuse and neglect.”  A Social Statement on: 
Abortion, Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, 1991, 
p. 8. (my emphasis added) 

There are various denominations, churches and 
individuals who advocate strongly against abortion.  As 
ELCA Lutherans we, too, are pro-life (except in extreme 
circumstances).  My concern with those Christians is that 
they make the pro-life/pro-choice issue the single defining 
issue to the exclusion of all other matters of faith.  My 
impression is that many of those folks seem to be 
concerned only with assuring that life is brought into the 
world without showing equal compassion for the person 
once they are here! 

One of the concepts that I have appreciated and 
apprehended from Jim Wallis (editor of Sojourners 
magazine) is the idea of a consistent ethic of life.  If we are 
going to advocate so strongly for a pro-life position in the 
womb, to be consistent, we must do the same outside of the 
womb.  This is precisely what our ELCA social statement 
on abortion (quoted above) says.  As a moral, Christian 
society we must profess, as a matter of justice, that 
education, nutrition, health care and housing are provided 
for children.  I am not one to say that those who advocate 
for a pro-life position must be willing to adopt the babies 
from unwanted pregnancies, but I do believe that if we 
advocate for life we ought to do so with equal vigor for a 
consistent ethic of life.  Anything short of that seems 
hypocritical to me.  And yes, to advocate for a consistent 
ethic of life infers a huge cost to society! 

Where does that money come from?  That brings me to 
the second story that I became aware of last month.  The 
Obama Administration submitted the fiscal 2011 budget to 
Congress.  The budget is $3.8 trillion of which $741 billion 
is the defense budget, including funding for the wars in Iraq 
and Afghanistan.   I submit that we have become numb to 
these numbers.  I know that I cannot fathom $741 billion, 
but I have read that our military budget is more than the 
next fourteen countries … combined!  I can’t help but 
wonder what anxiety and fear have done to us.

A CONSISTENT ETHIC OF LIFE cont.: 
Over and over again in my adult life I find 

myself going back to my basic economics 101 
lessons from college; guns and butter, you must 
choose one or another when there are limited 
resources in an economy.  I also think about a 
famous quote from President Eisenhower, 
“Every gun that is made, every warship 
launched, every rocket fired, signifies, in the 
final sense, a theft from those who hunger and 
are not fed, those who are cold and are not 
clothed.  The world in arms is not spending 
money alone.  It is spending the sweat of its 
laborers, the genius of its scientists, the hopes 
of its children.”  How prophetic!  And I think of 
one other quote from guys named Isaiah and 
Micah, “They shall beat their swords into 
plowshares and their spears into pruning 
hooks.” 

I’m not ready to join my mother-in-law in 
hopelessness but I believe that as a nation and 
as Christians we need to consider some 
dramatic changes in our allocation of resources.  
I would like to voice a vote of confidence and 
support for Interfaith Hospitality Network (ask 
Christie Brown more about this ministry) and 
other ministries like it.  I will advocate for 
compassion in response to the stories of 
children who are desperate, vulnerable, and 
have been abandoned by family and society.  I 
will also keep a consistent ethic of life in mind 
when I enter the voting booth and when I 
contact the people who represent us in 
government.  I’ll also continue to think and 
pray about the intersection of these two 
contemporary stories and ask you to do the 
same.  Together, it might be helpful for us to 
reflect on Moses’ exhortation to ancient Israel 
upon entering the Promised Land, “Choose   
life …”  I would simply add, choose a 
consistent ethic of life!

SAVING:  H OW TO’S THAT  WORK   
FOR OUR FAMILY  

Saving money has been a life-long activity for Dan and 
myself.  When we were first married, we saved to have a down 
payment to purchase our first home.  While our two boys were 
growing up, saving became more difficult, of course; but the 
reward comes with the success, so we still continue to save, 
despite setbacks through the years. 

So to the point, when we realized there were several 
envelopes in our church-giving box earmarked “World Hunger,” 
we set a new plan in motion.  A purposeful intention makes for a 
strong motivation to do more, to stretch more and, ultimately, to 
save more. That is the key: saving for something you really 
believe in or have a need for makes the plan easier along the way. 
Self-discipline is a must.  If you don’t always succeed, start 
over.  Of course, we’ve all purchased what we thought was the 
perfect thing we absolutely HAD to have.  Later, we realized it 
was just an impulse buy to satisfy ourselves for the moment and 
later recognized that we wasted our money. 

Our plan, the one that worked best for us, has been to use a 
large jar we keep in the kitchen.

I’VE CHANGED THE 
LIGHT BULBS . 
NOW WHAT?

The challenges facing our environment can seem 

overwhelming at times. What should I be doing to care for God’s 
creation? How can I best decrease my carbon footprint? Solar 
panels and windmills aren’t all that practical for my north-facing 
house in the inner city.  My husband has said, " No" to raising 
chickens in the backyard, and I live on a steep hill. Tearing up the 
front yard for a garden is out, too. Well, that and the fact that I 
once killed an air fern might indicate that my gardening skills are 
slightly suspect. 

So, what can I do? Are there some simple things that I can 
incorporate into my daily life that decrease my energy 
consumption? Fortunately, green living is something you can ease 
into. Think of “reduce, reuse and recycle” as principles to guide 
you. 

Some suggestions include: 
�� In the winter, turn down your thermostat a few degrees. Wear 

some long-johns and a sweater. Use a programmable 
thermostat to decrease the temperature overnight and throw 
some extra blankets on the bed. 

�� Turn down your water heater from the factory setting of 140 
degrees to 120. Wrap your water heater in an insulating 
blanket. Set your dishwasher to air dry and run full loads. 

�� Hang your laundry out to dry in the summer. 
�� Use rags instead of paper towels. 
�� Buy second-hand. Shop at the Once Around Thrift Shop 

instead of buying new. 
�� Shop for groceries at your local farmers market. Locally grown 

food has lower transportation costs.  Grow a garden of your 
own. 

�� Consider going meatless once a week. 
�� Put reusable bags in your trunk and use them at the grocery or 

other stores. Some will fold up and fit in your purse or pocket. 
�� Cook or bake most of your food. I’ve really cut down on 

packaging by buying the basics and cooking meals from 
scratch. 

�� Compost non-meat and non-dairy food waste. 
�� Combine trips, use public transportation or ride your bike 

when you can. www.go-metro.com has bus schedules and fees. 
�� Consider being a one car family. It takes some planning, but 

my family has been doing it for over two years. 
There are many ways to care for God’s creation. Each purchase 

or activity is an opportunity to think of new ways to conserve.
