hands and open hearts. Our three days there vleckiith visits to the Lu-
theran-sponsored elementary school caleMlirador , visiting church mem-
bers in their homes, teaching Sunday School aratiogeour hand-print banner,
staining the altar and cabinets at La Resurrecaonsister church, painting at
the Lutheran Center, and worship. Seeing the pesgsince our last visit was
very inspiring — the Lutheran Center has addedspehand classrooms, La
Resurreccion now has tile instead of a dirt flood a side entrance with con-
crete where there was only a rickety plank befdest of all was that we were
able to attend Sunday worship presided over by yrewdained Pastora
Marcelina at La Resurreccion! We met Marcelinabanlast visit when she
was the lay leader of the church and studyingamlenore. It was a great visit
with old and new friends.

The second portion of our trip was spent openingva middle school con-
structed through Miracles in Action with donatiansluded from LCR. What a
great celebration! Hundreds of people, lots obrainusic, speeches, firecrack-
ers, ribbon-cutting and more. It was a day filgth much emotion as we saw
the enthusiasm of these students who are surpabsrgglucational norm by
continuing their education into “Basico School,ughly equivalent to our mid-
dle school. San Antonio Sija is a small villagevestern Guatemala, about two
hours from where we lodged. Visiting a few homethi community showed us
the stark reality of living with almost nothing -6 beds or furniture, an indoor
cooking fire, and little food and clothing. The doimation of great joy with the
school opening and great pain to see the poveathard yet important part of
our journey.

Crazy driving runs rampant in
Guatemala and so when we almost
rear-ended the truck filled with
avocados during the long drive to
Catarina, San Marcos, it was comical
someone yelled, “Holy Guacamole!”
But the terror of the drive was balancsg
by the warm greeting from our friend
Padre Guadalupe. Our friendship with
Padre G has grown over these last tw!
years with multiple visits with him in
Cincinnati and Catarina. During this
visit, we stopped to see Juan Jose, a
man we met last time who had just
been in a terrible car accident which
resulted in an arm amputation. This
time Juan Jose greeted us with a smil
and recounted the multiple surgeries
needed to repair his body. His spirit
seemed buoyed by our simple
presence. Our time there also includg
a stop at a newly built school that had
been under construction forl4 years
and was only a foundation overgrown
with weeds 18 months ago. Padre als
proudly showed us around the new
computer center and Christian radio
station that have been added since ou
previous visit. Progress was
everywhere! Our last evening was a
busy one, meeting with a dozen of the
scholarship students we support
followed by a distribution of reading

glasses to members of the community.

In reflecting on our experiences,
we see the impact of partnership over
simple charity. While the aid we
brought, the money we donated and t
service we provided was important, th
lasting value is in the relationships we
built and the hope experienced in our
time spent in community with our
brothers and sisters there. This was §
mountain-top experience where we
could clearly see God’s love both
given and received with open hearts
and hands.
