I said that I would write a submission for the May LCR Ramblings from the 
Stewardship Committee – but what to talk about? I think that the two questions posed as 
the title above are quite appropriate. We have just celebrated our Savior’s resurrection 
and are now in the Easter season. What do you think of when you hear the words “the 
blood of Christ shed for you” at the Lord’s Supper? 

Blood is an interesting substance. I remember one of my biology professors telling 
us it was the perfect food. With all of our 21st Century technology, we cannot 
manufacture anything exactly like it. Hoxworth Blood Center needs 350 whole blood 
donors and 40 platelet donors a day to meet the needs of patients in the greater 
Cincinnati area. Sixty percent of the adult population in the U.S. is eligible to donate but 
only five percent do. 

I have been a blood donor for a couple of decades, but I had never seriously 
considered being a platelet donor. That is, I never seriously considered it until my mom 
became ill with non-Hodgkin’s Lymphoma in 2007. She received numerous platelet 
transfusions in an attempt to bring her platelet count up before they could begin to battle 
the lymphoma. (My mom mattered to me.) I got to see how someone else’s stewardship 
– sharing their ability to donate blood and platelets – provided my mom with something 
we couldn’t buy. (Did you realize that blood and platelet donations from volunteers are 
much more valuable than purchased blood components? Blood centers and blood 
product suppliers must also identify whether the source of a unit of blood or platelets 
comes from a volunteer or a paid donor.) 

I came to see my blood donations from a different perspective. I knew each donation 
helps, but I had never been in the situation before to understand so directly what a blood 
or platelet donation can mean. (What motivates you to give?) I remember the first time I 
came back to Cincinnati after my mom became ill. I called Hoxworth to find out what I 
needed to do to donate platelets instead of whole blood. I soon learned why the people at 
Hoxworth had been periodically asking me to consider becoming a platelet donor. While 
Hoxworth always accepted my whole blood donations, I was unaware that as a platelet 
donor, my platelets can go to almost anyone. They were too nice to tell me, “We have a 
greater demand for your platelets than your whole blood.” Why, you may wonder. My 
blood type, AB, is the least common - shared by four percent of the population. 
However, the majority of the population can use platelets obtained from a type AB 
donor. (The other blood types and their frequency in the population are: O – 45%; A – 
40%; B – 11 %.)

STEWARDSHIP  CONTINUED : 
Well, how does this tie in with Easter 

and stewardship you might ask? Christ’s 
blood was shed for us, to save our spiritual 
lives. Hoxworth can’t make that claim – no 
one on earth can. You have heard the theme 
“God’s work, our hands.” I guess one could 
say that from a blood donor’s perspective it 
might be “God’s work, our arms.” I often 
think of  mom when I donate platelets. I 
have no idea who will benefit from my 
donation. Donating blood is probably one of 
the most intimate gifts a person can give to 
help someone in need you will never meet. 
Christ shed His blood to save all of  us – and 
He knows and loves each one of us! 
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“The more time I spend in Haiti, the less I understand it.  There is God 
and people and the responsibility those of us with all in this world have 

to those without.  Much of the rest of organized religion feels 
increasingly like clutter, insulation to shield us from that obligation.  

These things I know: The Haitian people humble me.   
Their spirit and faith inspire.”

I quoted this observation from Mark Curnutte in my sermon and on the 
inside bulletin cover on Good Friday.  His assessment of Haiti, but more 
importantly, of Christianity in general, continues to ruminate in my mind 
because I think that he is on to something very important; the prevalence of 
clutter and insulation in organized religion today.  When we look in the 
mirror it is often times difficult to see our true selves.  Sometimes we need 
somebody else, somebody who is perceptive and who knows us well to 
point out our blind spot.  I believe this is true of the Mainline Christian 
churches (of which the ELCA is one) in twenty-first century America. 

I believe that we (Mainline Christianity) have done a poor job of 
marketing our brand, therefore the world outside the Church does not 
understand who we are, what we believe, and the mission that we are called 
to.  A “crackpot” theologian says that God caused the earthquake to happen 
in Haiti to bring judgment on the Haitians for sins committed in the 
seventeenth century and the world concludes that is what Christians believe!  
A militia in Michigan allegedly plots to wreak havoc on the government and 
attaches the name Christian to their effort and the world concludes that is 
what Christians stand for!  The Roman Catholic Church continues to garner 
headlines about its mishandling of clergy sexual abuse and the world 
concludes that Christian clergypersons are hypocrites and self preserving!  
Members of the Episcopal Church and the ELCA bicker over human 
sexuality and many outside the church (especially young people) conclude 
that Christians are intolerant of and insensitive to other people.  I think that 
this is what Mark Curnutte means by “clutter” and “insulation” in organized 
religion.  I think this may be why so many young people may classify 
themselves as “spiritual” but say that they have no interest in “organized 
religion.” 

Is this really who we are?  Of course, you would say, “No, that is not 
what Christianity is about and that is certainly not what the ministry of LCR 
is about!”  That is my point!  We have done a poor job of “marketing our 
brand” because for those outside of the Church, perception is reality! 

At the Churchwide Assembly last summer the voting assembly 
overwhelmingly passed a resolution engaging the ELCA in partnership with 
the Lutheran Church – Missouri Synod and Lutheran World Relief called 
Lutheran Malaria Initiative.  When the director of the program announced 
that she would be seeking “pilot synods” to begin the development and roll 
out of this ministry, I practically tackled Bishop Holloway to plead the case 
for our synod to become one of the pilots.  Thankfully, it did not take much 
convincing for him to allow me to pursue the plan.  My point to our Bishop 
was, “Do we want to go back to southern Ohio and argue over human 
sexuality or do we want to go back home and engage in a ministry to battle a 
preventable and treatable disease that kills over one million of God’s 
children on the African continent each year and can be a witness of 
cooperation with the Missouri Synod?”  In other words, “Who are we as 
ELCA Christians?  What is our calling and mission as disciples of Christ?

What is the center for us?  How will we 

market our brand?  How will the world know 
us and how will the unchurched in southern 
Ohio know that Christ calls us to love our 
neighbor?” 

In this Easter season, I have been referring 
to following “The Way.” (e.g., Acts 9:2 and 
24:14)  The Way is a way of life for those who 
are in Christ.  The Way is the way of faith, 
love, compassion, tolerance, kindness, joy, 
peace, and community.  (See Galatians 5:22-
23 for the fruits of the Holy Sprit.)  The Way 
moves aside clutter and insulation and places 
us in the world and alongside those who 
suffer, have lost hope, or are alone.  I believe 
that we follow The Way at LCR; the way to 
Guatemala and Germany; the way to Over-the-
Rhine, Appalachia, and New Orleans; the way 
into each others’ homes with gifts of a meal, 
prayers of comfort, or the offer to run an 
errand or care for a child.  This is indicative of 
our brand of Christianity.  It is consistent with 
the ministry of other Lutheran congregations 
in the Southern Ohio Synod and the ELCA.  It 
is the Christian witness that the world needs to 
hear from us.  As I have said before, the 
Church always looks more faithful to those 
who doubt “organized religion” when we are 
the servant church and not the finger-pointing 
church. 

Thanks to Chuck Farmer, Steve Crawford, 
Joel Farmer, Dan Kessler, Marty Kochevar, 
Curt Martel, Dave Miller, and Lou Sattler 
(Jessica Farmer’s father) we have a new 
church sign.  What an asset this will be to our 
ministry!  It will give us the ability to 
communicate with our neighbors; in other 
words, to market our brand!  Rather than trite 
sayings, I recommend that the messages on 
our sign tell our community that at LCR we 
are not distracted by “clutter,” nor are we 
“insulated” from the world, but rather, that we 
are in the world for the sake of our neighbor 
and that all are welcome to become part of our 
family in Christ.

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Recently, Randy and I took the opportunity to get two 

different ENERGY AUDITS of our house in Mt. 
Washington; both were free!  Our experience will be of 
interest to anyone wanting to save money, energy, and the 
planet. 

A home energy audit is the first step to evaluate how 
much energy your home consumes and help you decide what 
steps you can take to improve your home’s energy 
efficiency.  It pinpoints problems that, when corrected, may 
save you significant amounts of energy and money over 
time. 

As Mt. Washington residents, we were eligible for a 
FREE audit by THE GREATER CINCINNATI ENERGY 
ALLIANCE, due to the City naming Mt. Washington a 
“Neighborhood Enhancement Zone” (others in Hamilton Co. 
and No. KY can get a low cost audit).  GCEA is a new non-
profit organization funded in part by the Greater Cincinnati 
Foundation and the City of Cincinnati.  They offer 
educational, project management, and financing services to 
retrofit buildings with energy-efficient and renewable 
technologies. In addition to residential clients, they assist 
nonprofit agencies, such as churches, in the areas of energy-
saving measures and education. 

 We had a second free “HOME ENERGY HOUSE 
CALL” (audit) from DUKE ENERGY.  Both providers left 
us with customized, printed summaries of suggested 
improvements and the cost savings we would realize, to get 
us started saving energy. 
Both technicians did a walk-through with us looking at the 
following: 

�� age and condition of our appliances (refrigerator, 
washer, d/w, etc) 

�� age and condition of our furnace and hot water 
heater 

�� number of CFL light bulbs 
�� the amount and quality of our attic insulation 
�� the tightness of our windows and doors 
�� our fireplace flue 
�� inspected of other areas for air leaks, such as 

plumbing and electrical ducts/pipes, and the 
basement foundation sill 

�� In addition, the GCEA audit included: 
�� A digital monometer test of the draft pressure of our 

HW heater 
�� A blower door test

The Duke Energy assessment took approximately an 
hour; we waited about four weeks for availability.  DUKE 
left us with printed recommendations, a folder full of energy 
saving tips and information, and a generous ENERGY KIT 
which includes CFL bulbs, window stripping, switch and 
outlet energy seals for exterior walls, a faucet aerator, and a 
low-flow showerhead (easily greater than a $50 value!).  The 
technician was extremely helpful and also walked through 
our house installing free CFL bulbs wherever we wanted 
them! 

The GCEA audit took about two hours and included a 
Blower Door test in which a powerful fan was installed in an 
exterior door.  The fan depressurized the house, exaggerating 
any existing drafts and air leaks.  One particular draft in our 
house was so strong that it blew my hair!  

 GCEA is currently able to incentivize home energy 
improvement with funds from the federal economic stimulus 
program.  This means they will pay for some of the cost of 
your improvements, making it less costly for you.  People in 
any income level are eligible.  Participants must agree to use 
GCEA recommended “green certified” contractors.  
Homeowners may also be eligible for tax credits.  If you 
need a bank loan for your improvements, the State of Ohio 
has an ECO-LINK program which entitles you to a three 
percent rate reduction on five-year loans.  Our GCEA survey 
results were very detailed, including cost/benefit information 
to help us decide which improvements would pay off the 
most.
