2009 was a long year, but it was a very faithful year for the Meyer family.  I can say 
that we are one of the most blessed families at LCR.  That may sound crazy to most of 
the congregation who have followed Max’s health issues, but let me explain why we are 
so blessed and so eternally faithful.  

 January 12, 2009 was one of the darkest days of Kristi and my lives as we checked 
into Children’s Hospital not knowing what was wrong with Max.  Darker days soon 
followed, however, as the doctors told us about three weeks later that this illness that 
Max had may be genetic and may, therefore, affect all three of our children.  Our other 
two precious little ones, Alex and Ellee, would need to be tested as well.  I cried myself 
to sleep and prayed to God that we would be given a break.  About a week later, we had 
a prayer circle on our driveway.  At that very point I let go and said in front of a crowd 
of 100 people, "Please dear God, you are in control and I need your help to get our 
family through this latest struggle.  Please be with Max and get him through this and 
please spare Alex and Ellee from this illness."  

 That night was a very important moment for me because for the first time in my 
life, at the ripe age of 38, I gave up all control and truly trusted Jesus.   I am usually a 
"trust but verify" kind of person.  Thus, while I believed in Jesus, I felt it was me truly 
"calling the shots.”  I had great plans in place-- savings for the kids' college educations, a 
healthy 401K for retirement, a savings account, and cars paid off and a wonderful 
church congregation at LCR that I supported through average stewardship efforts.  I had 
everything under control as both Kristi and I worked and money was not an issue.  The 
news of Max's illness rocked my foundation to the core and caused me to pray more 
intensely than ever before.    

 This is who I was in January 2009-- a man who believed in Jesus,  but also believed 
I was in control.  Today, in May 2010,  I could not be happier.  The traumatic experience 
that we have weathered the past 18 months has changed me as a person.  I now know 
that Jesus is in control and that He will provide.  Today, Kristi is not working outside the 
house, and we are making ends meet, even with an increased contribution to 
LCR.  During the most difficult times of our personal lives, my professional life has 
grown successfully- - very convenient -- or maybe it is part of the plan that Jesus has for 
our family on this Earth.  If that is not convincing enough, here are a few additional facts 
that are truly hard to fathom.  Max was diagnosed with Aplastic Anemia and needed a 
bone marrow transplant to survive.  His sister of 17 months, Ellee, was a perfect genetic 
bone marrow match and soon became his life-saving donor.  The chance of a sibling 
being a perfect bone marrow match is about 30 percent.  We have encountered  families 
with multiple children, even one with eight siblings, who did not have a match.  While 
the fact that Ellee was a perfect match for Max is significant, there is much more to the 
story.    After two years of trying to get pregnant for the third time, Kristi and I had 
given up on having any more children.  For the first time in her life, Kristi truly prayed

and decided to "let go and let God."  Miraculously, the 
very next month, we were pregnant and nine months 
later, Ellee arrived.  She is the first girl in the extended 
Meyer family which had six boys prior to her 
arrival.  Along Max's bone marrow transplant journey, 
this was my first sign that Jesus had a plan.  I soon 
realized that letting go and letting him “control” the 
situation was going to be the best possible outcome.  

 The next sign occurred upon our arrival home from 
the hospital, after seven long weeks in the Bone Marrow 
Transplant Unit (I would be remiss if I didn't mention 
that it was 42 days during the Lenten season that Max 
was hospitalized for the transplant).  Miraculously, a few 
hours after we got home, a beautiful rainbow appeared 
over our house.  Our neighbors were calling us, all in 
awe of the sight.  It felt like such a positive sign and a 
reinforcement of my "letting go and letting God.”  Max 
had done very well in the hospital and was heading on a 
path toward being a healthy seven and one-half  year 
old.  Many bumps in the road and many long days 
followed, but we kept the faith.  At one point, shortly 
after Max's initial discharge, we had to go back into the 
hospital for a three-night stay due to a fever he came 
down with.  It was a reminder that we still had a long 
journey ahead of us.  Upon our discharge and arrival 
home from this second stay at the hospital, unbelievably, 
a second rainbow appeared over our house!  At the 
sight of this second miraculous sign, I was overcome 
with emotion and privately cried in thanks for the 
amazing blessing and Max’s health.  

 What does all this mean spiritually?  How does it 
relate to stewardship?  Well, what I have taken away 
from Max’s illness of the last 18 months is that Jesus has 
a plan for us here on Earth.  Money was the biggest thing 
in my life keeping me from becoming a more faithful 
Christian.  It was the gauge that I used to feel that I was 
in “control” of my life.  If we put enough money away 
and had savings, I felt that my family would be protected 
from any harm.  I had it all planned out, and we were 
rolling toward the goals I had set to achieve -- but 
January 12, 2009 crashed the party.  As a result of Max's 
journey, we have medical bills and less money in 
savings.  However, we have things that are far more 
important and far more valuable than money -- a 
changed attitude, a deeper faith and a healthy son.  We 
now fully live in each moment and enjoy all the 
struggles and accomplishments in life with wreckless 
abandon.  We have become “tithers” through LCR and 
have been forever changed in our faith.  We know now 
that Jesus has a plan. 

My hope in sharing our story is that others in the 
congregation of LCR can realize that Jesus has a plan, 
that He will provide and that taking a leap of faith and 
"letting go to let God" is very rewarding.  I am also sure 
that you will now agree that the Meyer family is one of 
the most blessed families at LCR.
