All table service will be provided by our Fellowship Committee.  A main dinner 
item (e.g. subs, meat tray, etc.) will be provided by the Fellowship Committee for 
families who are rushing to get to church.
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The centering image of our mid-week Lenten worship this year comes 

from the Church Father, Dorotheos of Gaza, a sixth-century monastic.  He 
describes life with the image of a circle representing the world with God at 
the center.  The radii are human lives on our earthly faith pilgrimage toward 
God.  The progress that we make toward God brings each of us closer to 
one another.  And by definition, the closer that we become to each other, 
the closer we are to God! 

The image of Dorotheos of Gaza is consistent with our Lenten theme in 
2009, Christ-centered Relationships.  Our theme verse is taken from John 
15:5, “ I am the vine, you are the branches.  Those who abide in me and I in 
them bear much fruit, because apart from me you can do nothing.”   The 
season of Lent, a season of prayer, contemplation and reflection, seems 
particularly appropriate to consider our connection to Christ and with each 
other.  Additionally, in these challenging economic times, it is very 
apparent that many people are seeking the support of community and 
connection with God and others on our journey. 

According to our theme, we have invited speakers with life experience 
and professional training in various aspects of Christ-centered relationships:  
youth ministry, chemical dependency counseling, care-giving for a spouse 
with a debilitating disease, ministry with senior adults, and experience with 
marital relationships.  While our speakers will illuminate their messages 
with stories and examples from their particular experiences, their messages 
will be generically related to the theme so that every message will be 
interesting and applicable to every demographic group represented in our 
congregation. 

To enhance the sense of connectedness to each other, every family in 
our congregation will be provided with our internally developed Lenten 
devotional book.  In this way, all of us will be reading and praying upon the 
same devotion each day that was written by one of our church family 
members. 

During the season of Lent we will have a large Lutheran Church of the 
Resurrection “Facebook”  on display.  Members are invited to post 
“messages”  on the display that speak to Christ-centered relationships in 
their own lives; pictures, writings, drawings, artifacts, etc.  The Facebook 
display will be moved from the Narthex to the sanctuary each Wednesday 
evening and function as our centering object.  Our worship liturgy will be 
Holden Evening Prayer and there will be an opportunity for candle lighting 
while singing chants from the Taize community in France.As is our 
tradition, on Ash Wednesday, each worshipper will be provided with a 
tangible object that will help them to maintain an awareness of our seasonal 
theme.  The object will definitely keep you connected through a Christ-
centered relationship! 

Our soup and sandwich meal will begin at 6:00 p.m. each Wednesday 
evening.  Sign up charts will be placed in the Narthex for members to bring 
soup, bread and dessert to share.  Please bring your own sandwiches.  
Worship will be from 7 to 7:55 p.m., followed by a half hour for 
conversation with our speakers. 

Our mid-week Lenten program should be very Spirit-filled this year.

$613.35 and 295 food items.  This money and food were taken to Inter 
Parish Ministries in Newtown for their food pantry to be distributed in our 
community.   

At noon on Friday, February 6, fifteen of our Senior High members 
and Pastor Zorn began the 30-Hour  Famine to raise money and awareness 
for world hunger.  All proceeds will go to World Vision who is a leading 
organization in helping prevent and fight hunger around the world.  We 
collected $1,940 from personal pledges and members of LCR.  In addition 
to our funds raised, Thrivent Financial for Lutherans donated $500 to our 
project.  During the time together at church, the group had bible studies, and 
worked on making 1,208 crosses which hang in the Narthex to represent the 
1,208 children that die each hour from starvation.  Thank you to everyone 
who donated to our youth group efforts to help feed the hungry, your 
generosity will make a big difference.   

Twenty Senior High youth group members and eight adults will attend 
Construction Zone, a weekend retreat, from February 27 - March 1.  This 
will be a weekend full of spiritual activities as well as fun, music and 
fellowship with our friends and other Christian teenagers from across the 
state.
