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time, I suspect that as we move closer to the vote this 
summer, the issue will become more important and topical 
for us.  Toward that end, I am going to host two sessions for 
education and conversation this summer; the dates are 
Wednesday, July 15, and Tuesday, July 28, beginning at 7 
p.m.  I have selected two dates in order to give everybody a 
chance to participate.  My introductory reflections at each 
meeting will be identical.  Conversation will differ contingent 
upon questions and reactions offered by our members.

(because the documents are rather lengthy) can also be 
obtained from Brenda Webb in the church office.  In addition, 
for those who want to know “What does the Bible say about 
human sexuality and homosexuality?”  there is also a very 
well written document titled Background Essay on Biblical 
Texts that is available in the church office. 

I want to note that Diane Schwiger-Alexander and I have 
both been elected to represent the Southern Ohio Synod, 
Cincinnati Conference of churches at the ELCA Churchwide 
Assembly this summer.  We did not seek these nominations, 
but were voted to this responsibility by members of the 
Synod.  As voting members, we are both very interested in 
the thoughts of the members of our congregation as we 
formulate our own opinions on these matters. 

You may have noticed that I have alluded to the human 
sexuality questions in some of my sermons of late.  These 
thoughts have not been gratuitous, but rather are indicative of 
the gravity of these matters on my mind.  The decisions of the 
Churchwide Assembly this summer have the potential to split 
or even fracture the ELCA and our own congregation.  As I 
have studied these questions and prayed over them for the 
past seven years, it has become my clear calling as pastor of 
the church to find a path for us to live amid disagreement and 
differing conclusions on how we interpret the Scripture and 
other sources of God’s inspiration and truth.  Over the years, 
I have found that one of the most important ingredients to 
living together amid differences in the Body of Christ is to be 
in dialogue with each other.  The Social Statement 
emphasizes the importance of a person’s “bound conscience”  
and our need as Christians to bear one another’s burden and 
honor the conscience of another person as we seek their well-
being.  Dialogue with brothers and sisters in Christ is an 
effective way to do this.  Toward that end, I hope that you 
will join me for either or both of our meetings in July.

The ELCA, as well as many other Christian denominations, 
has been engaged in a comprehensive study on human  
sexuality (with an emphasis on homosexuality) for almost a 
decade.  Even before these formal studies, the ELCA and its 
predecessor church bodies (The American Lutheran Church  
and The Lutheran Church in America) were in conversation   
on these matters. 

For some Christians and denominations, these matters are 
of ultimate importance for our day.  They define whether a 
Church is faithful or apostate.  For other Christians, these are 
relatively unimportant matters that are subject to biblical 
interpretation and cannot be adjudicated in black and white 
terms.  For yet other Christians, matters of human sexuality    
are not nearly important as other issues such as poverty and   
the number of children that die each day from hunger, care    
for creation, or the pursuit of peace and justice throughout     
the world. 

I know that some members of our church wonder why the 
questions of human sexuality don’ t seem to ever go away.  That 
is true of people on both sides of the issue; those who want the 
church to say “yes”  and those who want it to say “no”  once and 
for all!  The reason that the issue remains alive is that the 
ELCA has been working toward the end of a long journey of 
study and dialogue that was mandated by our Church in 2001. 

The 2001 Churchwide Assembly voted for the ELCA to: 1) 
commence a comprehensive four-year study of homosexuality 
and provide recommendations with reference to two issues: 
blessing of committed, life-long, same-gender unions and the 
ordination of such persons to the roster of the ELCA, and 2) 
develop a Social Statement on human sexuality.  Our 
congregation was enjoined in that process of study and 
education.  We formed a Human Sexuality Task Force that 
provided the congregation with many resources and study 
opportunities.  The documents from those studies are available 
in our church library. 

At the 2005 Churchwide Assembly, it was voted to 
continue with the current policy, that the ELCA would not  
bless committed, life-long, same-gender relationships and it 
would not ordain members living in those relationships.  It   
was emphasized that members of the ELCA continue to live    
in community with each other despite disagreement on these 
matters. 

From 2005-2008, the ELCA continued to provide resources 
for study and solicit comments on the draft of a Social 
Statement.  The Social Statement, in final form, Human 
Sexuality: Gift and Trust, was released earlier this spring and 
will be voted upon at the Churchwide Assembly in August. 

While I have not heard very many questions, comments or 
concerns about the human sexuality matters in quite a long

I’m an It’ s all a gift -- miracle -- kind of person.  
The good things that come my way, well none of 
them have to be.  I’m blessed to receive the good 
things of life and those things not-so-good; well I 
remember a Ziggy carton. Ziggy is floating in a small 
rubber raft, which is surrounded by sharks.  Ziggy 
looks to the sky and asks, “Why me?”  From the sky 
comes, “Want a list?”  

I looked at the X-ray of my new knee and said, 
“ It’ s a miracle.”  

“ I wouldn’ t say that,”  the doctor answered. 
I understood. He knew he had completed the 

education, incurred the student loans, endured 
internship and then residency.  He knew it was his 
brain, eyes, and hands that removed the ragged, 
crooked, mal-formed knee joint, smoothed the Femur 
and Tibia and inserted the new knee joint. The 
miracle of a straight leg and strong knee were the 
result of his work. 

Does my doctor understand that his gift of 
healing is a miracle from God?  I don’ t know. I do 
know that just prior to my surgery Pastor Zorn, my 
family, and I prayed for all those taking part in the 
surgery, asking that God would guide their decisions 
and hands as they used their own God given abilities 
to restore my knee to wholeness. I have told the 
doctor that I know he is a major cause of the miracle 
given to me with my new knee. 

I went into surgery with a leg crooked from the 
knee down.  I walked with a limp and the doctor told 
me, “ I don’ t know how you walked on it.  It was one 
of the worst I have seen.”   Twenty four hours after 
surgery I was standing with a straight leg.  

It is a miracle my new knee functions, I walk 
straight and the pain of surgery has been no more 
than the pain prior to surgery. It is a miracle wrought 
by God through the mind, ability, training and hands 
of human doctors and medical personnel.
