In more ways than one the answer isyes. The
Churchwide Assembly (CWA) isatornado of activity for
seven days of Bible study, church business, fellowship,
praying, singing, voting, and worship with 1,045 voting
members and several hundred other staff and guests. The
pattern is repeated over again several times each day. Then
one day, in the middle of Bible study, the tornado sirens
were sounded and we were informed of the situation
outside and asked to stay in our seats. We continued on
with the study and prayer. There probably has not been a
more captive audience for a Bible study anywhere.

| want to clarify how it came to be that both Pastor and
| served as voting members at the assembly. We were both
asked by the Southern Ohio Synod Nominating Committee
to be on the ballot at the 2008 Synod Assembly, running for
the position of voting members to the 2009 EL CA
Churchwide Assembly. At the 2008 Synod Assembly we
were dected and “won”. Only afew of the 10,396
congregations ever have avoting member at a Churchwide
Assembly (unlike a Synod Assembly where all
congregations have delegates). For this year's Churchwide
Assembly there were 1,045 voting members serving on
behalf of al the people of the ELCA. It isvery rarethat a
congregation has two voting members. It was a very specia
experience for Pastor and | to serve together as voting
members.

The seven days of the CWA were awhirlwind of
activity covering the over three inches of paper we each
had to read through and pray over as we prepared for the
business of the church. However, asthe CWA began with
the report of our Presiding Bishop Mark Hanson asking

“What Shall Be Our Witness?’ the atmosphere was more
retreat-like than a business meeting. The worship services
each day were definitely spirit-filled and renewing. The
sermons each day challenged me and reminded me of
God's call in my life, for our church, and our congregation.
The music was uplifting and fed my spirit whether it was a
traditional hymn, sung be a couple of thousand people, or a
gospel solo sung by an angel of avoice from alarge man
with more soul and energy than any gospel choir, or a
hymn done with a L atin-beat. One song experience that |
will never forget was the Doxology song extra slow by the
whole assembly under the direction of the Bishop of the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in Canada, a beautiful choir
of voices.

The business of the CWA, specificaly the votes around
the issues of Human Sexudlity, have captured the attention
of the news mediaand | know for some of you it isthe
issue of most concern. The Human Sexuality portion of the
three inches of paper was only avery small portion of the
notebook, yet has consumed the ELCA at dl levelsfor over
seven years. | realize that it is of much importance and
concern for many and | invite all of you to a Special
Congregational Meeting on Tuesday, September 8,
beginning at 7 p.m. so we can talk about the decisions that
were made.

There were many, many other decisions made at the
CWA and they were meaningful and will speak to the
ministry of the ELCA and show the world that we are truly
about the work of God.

In our congregations, we do the work of God. God' s work has ahome in our congregations. Our hands are the
instruments of God' swork. Thisisthe mission of our church for our life together in Christ. The Holy Spirit binds us together
to be the body of Chrigt, to be the light of God in thisworld. To continue in mission we voted to re-elect Carlos Pena as
Vice-president of the ELCA, the highest lay (voluntary) position in the church. We also voted to engage in Full Communion
with the United Methodist Church. This vote required atwo-thirds majority to pass, it passed by a vote of 922 to 15! A vote
to approve an initiative to raise $10 million by 2012 to support the HIV/AIDS Strategy of the ELCA was also approved. We
voted to enter into a pilot project phase of the Lutheran Maaria Initiative in partnership with the United Nations Foundation
and Lutheran World Relief. Of course, we also had to vote on budgets, as we do in our own congregational meetings.

The business of the church was carried out under the guidance of the Holy Spirit and with much prayer, reflection,
debate and more prayer. The mission of God in our church was supported through the decisions of the voting members,
breaking to pray every twenty minutes and singing often. However, with the tornado of activity the most meaningful time for
me was on the invitation of Bishop Holloway to walk outside the Convention Center on Saturday morning. Aswe walked
outside he asked if | would mind praying with him and friend he just met. His friend was a homeless man, Bill. | do not
know much about Bill’ s story, nor does he know anymore than my name, but for a few minutes we shared in the love of God
and the grace of Jesus Christ. It was a powerful reminder for me of what my call isin the ELCA, and how my hands will
continue to do God’ s work!

My husband Dan and | recently sat down to dinner of
halloumi kabobs and couscous when it occurred to me that
every vegetable on our plate came directly from our own
backyard garden. The only items on our plates that weren't
grown in our backyard were the halloumi cheese and
couscous. (If you haven't yet experienced halloumi kabobs,
made from grilling-friendly halloumi cheese, you're
missing out!)

I’m proud to admit that on the majority of nightsin our
house this summer, most of the food we' ve eaten has been
grown in our backyard or on afarm nearby. While we have
alarge garden ourselves, we' re also members of a
community supported agriculture (CSA) initiativein
Lakewood, Ohio (a neighboring town of oursin
Cleveland). It'sreally very easy to eat local and lower on
the food chain — just get creative. Here are some menu
items we' ve recently enjoyed: Roasted vegetable calzones
with homemade tomato sauce and salad, summer squash
gratin, roasted vegetabl e enchiladas, stuffed peppers and
kabobs.

Eating locally grown foods has wonderful benefits.
Hereare afew:

It's good for the soul: For me, working in the soil is
relaxing, refreshing and stress-reducing.

It's better for your health: Local vegetables are picked
at the peak of ripeness, meaning your body receives the
most nutrients available. When veggies are picked under-

ripe and transported hundreds or thousands of miles, they
don’t have a chance to naturally devel op the best nutrients
your body needs.

It tastes better: Y ou decide which tastes better - a
tomato picked off the vine on ahot August day and served
for dinner that night vs. atomato covered in some waxy
film that has been touched by hundreds at alarge, chain
grocery store.

It can be inexpensive: While there' s an upfront cost to
growing agarden, it isrelatively inexpensive for the rest of
the season. Plus, seasonal vegetables are the most cost-
efficient at the grocery store and farmers market. Make
vegetables at-hand the centerpiece of your mealsfor the
most cost savings.

Whilewe all don’t have the chance to eat locally every
night of the week, | urge you to take advantage of local
produce during the summer, when it's the east to eat
locally. Go pick berries with your friends and family, take a
trip to your local farmers market; buy the localy grown
produce available in your grocery store. Giveit atry and
seeif you feel better — physically and mentally — about the
choices you' ve made.

Operating & Building Fund giving totaled $261,890 for the five months
ending July 31, 2009 is approximately $18,772 more than giving received for

the same period in 2008.

As communicated in the year end financial summary, the Council has come to the consensus that we will defer making
benevolence payments to the Synod until the second half of the year. This decision was based on forecasted cash
shortfalls which occur in the summer as well as not being able to borrow funds from our restricted funds to cover those
operating cash shortfalls. During July we forwarded our first benevolence payment to the Synod in the amount of
$2,741. At July 31, 2009, amounts accrued for the Southern Ohio Synod benevolence totaled $14,867.

After hurricane Katrina hit New Orleans, Louisianain 2005, everyone
realized how much help the victims needed at that time. Four years later,
however, not as many people know that Katrina' s effects are till being
felt. Beforethe Senior High Y outh Group went to New Orleans for the
ELCA National Y outh Gathering, | had no idea how much devastation
remained. But one of the speakers explained that as many people
attending the gathering — 37,000 — represented how many people were
still without their homes even after so much time. That fact really
shocked me. It became so much more real seeing that many people in one
place, and it was no longer just a number. | never imagined that so many
people needed help after so many years.

Even though the people of New Orleans have seen so much tragedy, |
saw Jesus divein their spirit, hope and perseverance to overcome their
hardships. They carry on with life, and remember what they do have,
thinking about the positives of lifeinstead of dwelling on the negatives.
The stories of the people of New Orleans really impacted me, made me
realize how blessed | am, and got me thinking about how | might respond
in asituation like that.
