There, I said it; it’ s not even Halloween yet and I beat 
Target, Wal Mart and Macys!  I said it now with hopes that 
it will help you to keep things in perspective this Christmas 
season.  Unless you are like my mother, who usually had 
her Christmas shopping substantially completed before 
Halloween! 

I know that it is no secret to any of you reading this; 
consumerism has co-opted Christmas and for those who 
want to hold on to the old adage, “Jesus is the Reason for 
the Season,”  we really have to work at it in our culture.  
With planning and intentionality, I believe that we can still 
keep a Spirit-centered Advent/Christmas season in our 
families while making some concessions here and there to 
Santa Claus and the shopping mall. 

Let me offer a few more quotables from Julie Kinkaid 
for your reflection: 
·  “Children today are more likely to tell you what they 

want to own rather than what they’d like to be.”  p. 7. 
·  “The techniques and vehicles used for marketing are 

complex, but they can be reduced to a few “simple”  
steps: make products universal so you can sell the same 
thing to more people, tell folks they need the stuff even if 
they don’ t, use some psychology to convince them, and 
find a place where you can hold buyers captive.”  p. 29 

·  “What does marketing do for the confidence of children 
when they are told things like, “You Are What You 
Wear”  and when you use our product you will go “From 
Not to Hot”?  Kids are very sensitive about fitting in, so 
marketers have an easy job convincing children that they 
will be losers without the right products.”  p. 55 (My 
editorial note: Might we say the same of adults?) 

·  “ In 1970 when asked on college questionnaires why 
higher education was important, students said, ‘To 
develop a meaningful philosophy of life.’   By 1998, 74 
percent said, ‘To get rich.’ ”  pp. 62-63 

·  “When the culture pushes a steady diet of materialism 
and self-absorption, parents need to serve up equal 
measures of generosity and thoughtfulness.”  p. 133 

I believe that those observations and findings are 
descriptive of our culture.  I also believe that the Church is 
able to offer the help that we need so that our lives, 
especially at Christmas time, are oriented toward the good 
news of a relationship with God through Jesus Christ, and 
that our self esteem and reason for being is not related to 
our purchasing power. 

So before Target, Wal Mart and Macys try to convince 
us otherwise, let’s begin the Christmas season with a 
confession; very few of us need tangible gifts for Christmas.  
Isn’ t it true that almost all of us buy what we need when we 
need it?  (Before you call me Mr. Scrooge,  

let me repeat what I said above, “while making some 
concessions here and there to Santa Claus and the shopping 
mall.” )  If you are an adult, I ask you to consider two things 
today: 1) Get on your phone, Internet or Blackberry and tell 
your children and your grandchildren that you don’ t need 
anything for Christmas.  Tell your loved ones that if they 
must buy you something to show their love and appreciation 
for you, they can go to your favorite charity and make a 
donation. (I endorse the ELCA Good Gifts catalog, which has 
26 pages of ideas ranging in cost from $10 to $200,000, and 
covering a variety of giving opportunities domestically and 
globally.  The catalogs are in the information rack in our 
Narthex.), 2) Consider what you would like your children  
and grandchildren to learn or how you would like their faith 
to be deepened this Christmas.  I have a few suggestions: 

Christmas is about relationships, not about stuff – our 
congregation will be going Christmas caroling on 
Wednesday, December  16.  This year, consider helping your 
children to give gifts of handmade articles, baked goods, or 
coupons for time and services to their loved ones. 

Our children’s Christmas program Sunday, December 6, 
during the 9:15 a.m. worship service.  Get your children 
involved.  There is no better way to learn the Christmas story 
than to be part of it! (By the way, a coordinator(s) is needed.) 

We will be writing an LCR Advent/Christmas devotional 
book this year (based on the popularity of our Lenten 
devotional book last spring).  Think about your most 
meaningful Christmas story, your favorite Nativity Bible 
passage, your family traditions, and what it means to you that 
Christ has come, is with us and will come again.  Make this a 
family activity and get every person’s input.  Send your 
submissions early to Brenda Webb at(lcrbywebb@fuse.net)!

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This is a very open-ended question, with many possible 
options for further questions and even more options for 
possible answers. 

This question is part of the title to an article, a blog, a 
sermon offered by Pastor Nadia Bolz-Weber. The entire 
question as she wrote it reads; “Where Did Jesus Stand at 
the ELCA Assembly?” . This question is not as open-ended 
and the answer probably has less options, but I thought it 
was worth reflection. 

When this article came to my attention via Facebook   
(I am an ELCA fan on Facebook and this link was posted a 
few weeks ago) my first answer without much thought was; 
Jesus stands in the people.  

Pastor Bolz-Weber begins her article with the story 
from John 6:56 of Jesus teaching in the synagogue. When 
Jesus is finished with his teaching, some of his followers 
state, “ this teaching is difficult” . In response to the 
complaints Jesus asks them if they are offended by his 
teaching. Some of the followers leave, right then and there.  

At the Assembly we heard many statements of faith; 
some enlightened, inspired, hurtful, thoughtful and not so 
thoughtful. We heard from voices that were confident and 
strong and voices that were nervous and shaky. Where did 
Jesus stand? 

Jesus stood in-between. Jesus stood in-between those 
with confident voices and those with shaky voices, in-
between those at the red mikes and those at the green 
mikes, in-between those standing to speak and those seated  

to listen. Jesus stood in-between, offering life and salvation 
in the sacrament of His body and blood. Jesus was in-
between with eternal life as he taught in John 6:56-69. 

Jesus stands in-between us, in our congregation, now at 
this time as he has always done. Jesus stands in-between 
those who celebrate in our church and congregations and 
those who are angry in our church and congregations. It is 
in the in-between of triumphalism and disappointment that 
Jesus stands offering the Word of eternal life. It is not in the 
celebration of one side or the anger or the other that offers 
words of Jesus. It is our encounter with one another as we 
reach into the in-between that we will know where Jesus is 
standing and know that love that is greater than all; the 
promise of eternal life in the risen Lord. 

If you are curious about the followers who stayed: 
Peter responds to Jesus with these words, “Lord, to whom 
shall we go? You have the words of eternal life.”   

Presiding Bishop Mark Hanson reminded us at the 
opening and closing of the Assembly; “we meet one 
another finally, not in our agreements or our disagreements, 
but at the foot of the cross. Where God is faithful, where 
Christ is present with us, and where, by the power of the 
Holy Spirit, we are one in Christ.”  This is the in-between 
where we embrace one another and continue the ministry 
and mission. 

Where does Jesus stand at LCR? I still believe that 
Jesus stands in the people, in-between, in and among His 
people.  
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“ For some years now … I have read through the Bible twice every year.   
If you picture the Bible to be a mighty tree and every word a little branch, I have  

shaken every one of these branches because I wanted to know what it was and what it meant.”  
 -- Martin Luther  

(Luther’s Works 54.165)

If 
you’ re like me, you probably grew up 
associating “ clean”  with the chemical 
stench of your mother’s tried-and-true 
cleaning products.  If our bathroom 
reeked of ammonia or pine or chlorine 
bleach, then I assumed that it was 
clean, germ free, sanitized.  To me, 
clean equaled chemical. 

So, when I walked down that 
mysterious aisle of the grocery store 
for the first time, I went right on 
autopilot, reaching for the same 
brands that I remembered my mother 
and grandmother buying year after 
year.  Like most people, I confused 
familiarity with safety. 

I have read Deirdre Imus’  book 
from cover to cover and I highly 
recommend that you give it some 
consideration.  The book is in your 
local library.  I think you will find 
yourself very surprised when you learn 
the facts about the products most of us 
purchase and trust.  You will also find 
many safer alternatives to everyday 
cleaning for your home.  In the 
meantime, put away your Swiffer and 
try a bucket of hot water with a half 
cup of vinegar to mop the floors.   I 
think you will find your floors are not 
only cleaner, but safer for your pets 
and children as well as much more 
friendly to God’s earth.

Have you 
found yourself in the grocery store or 
Target lately researching the newest 
product to help you achieve the 
cleanest, most germ-free home?
