He was so generous, and
perhaps a bit naive. Kim and | came back, our arms loaded with junky cereal, chips and
cookies. He let uskeep it all. Our photo was in the local paper, my Mom beaming with her
full cart, Kimand | barely visible, our arms so full of snacks! | remember my Grandma
saying over and over again “Praise the Lord! Praise the Lord!” We all kept thanking God
for my mother’swin. | also kept thinking, “Food! Lots and lots of FOOD!!!”

That shopping spree was a one-time event, but the grocer’ s generosity stayed with me
forever. It occurred during atime in our lives when we had very little food in the house
and needed it the most. My mom struggled to raise two kids on her own, often working
two jobs. We depended on the kindness of others for childcare, hand me down clothes,
and sometimes dinner. | know now that it was those small acts of generosity that made a
big difference for our family.

When you share your blessings you become a blessing to others. The grocer taught me
that. | think of him often, and smile because | know the Lord blessed us all that day.

The Earth Ministry team wants LCR to be a“cool
congregation”-- not “hip cool”, but “heat cool”. We are
“hot” about all the energy that must be burned in order for
LCR to stay cool in the summer, warm in the winter, to
have light in the building and to run computers for email
and publishing.

One good thing is that the stewards of our building
have done a great job across the board. We now have
efficient air conditioners keeping us cool and saving us
money. Most of the building uses fluorescent light bulbs
and programmabl e thermostats controlling the temperature
in the building during use.

The Earth Ministry team is following the guidance of
Ohio Interfaith Power and Light to be a cool congregation.
We want to have an energy audit performed on the building
in the future. It would be good to have areport that shows
where we can improve. We already know of a couple
items: incandescent light bulbs and vampire appliances. In
some places, incandescent light bulbs are amust, asthereis
need to dim their brightness. Dimmable CFLs may work in
some places, but experimentation will be needed to know
what will work. Vampire appliances are those which are
aways plugged in but consuming power when not needed,
such as computers. The monitors can be easily turned off if
they don®have a power down option. Computers can be
turned off or have their power settings changed to consume
less energy while not in use.

The Earth Ministry team will keep LCR posted on its
findings and any changesin order for usto be considered

SYNOD BENEVOLENCE
As communicated in the year-end financial summary, the Council has come to the consensus that we will defer making
benevol ence payments to the Synod until the second half of the year. This decision was based on forecasted cash
shortfalls which occur in the summer as well as not being able to borrow funds from our restricted funds to cover those
operating cash shortfals. Beginning in July we began forwarding benevolence payments to the Synod. Y ear-to-date
benevolence payments to the Synod total $10,217 while as of September 30, 2009, benevolences to be paid to the Synod
totaled $12,884.
