Isaiah 9:6, Old Testament
reading for Christmas Eve

Old Testament Israel was well-acquainted with
warfare. From the brutal conquest of the Promised Land,
to defending the land, to creation of a monarchy, to the
divided kingdoms, to the destruction of Israel by Assyria
and Judah by Babylon, to arash of brutal and faithless
kings; itisall laid bare by the historians of the Old
Testament scriptures. At some point, the human spirit
becomes weary of conflict, bloodshed and war! Wisdom
says that there must be a better way. Enter the prophets!
Old Testament scholar, Walter Brueggemann, notes that the
Old Testament prophets were poets imagining another
world and adifferent story. One way of describing that
“other world” isthe Kingdom of God.

In the Christmas Eve Old Testament reading, we hear
those familiar words of Isaiah giving vision and
imagination to an alternative kind of leader; not one like the
faithless, ruthless, greedy kings of Israel and Judah, but one
who would lead the people with wisdom and justice,
seeking peace for al people. Thisvision must have been
welcomed, even if seemingly beyond grasp, for the nation
of Judah in Babylonian exile.

We read this Scripture on Christmas Eve, not because
Isaiah had Jesusin mind (he wrote this some six centuries
before Jesus' birth), but because we believe that Jesus
fulfilled and fulfills thisimagination. There are many
among us today who are weary of war! Wisdom and our
faith tell usthat there must be a better way! Welook to
Jesus, the Prince of Peace, and hopein Hisreign.

On Christ the King Sunday (our Companion Synod
worship service in celebration of our sister-church
relationship with the Mecklenburg Synod in the former
East Germany), | told the story of the history of the decade
of the 1980’ s leading up to the fall of the Berlin Wall on
November 9, 1989. While we may attribute that miracle to
the efforts of President Regan (“Mr. Gorbachev, tear down
thiswall!™), our German brothers and sisters are steadfast
in giving witness to the fact that the Wall came down as the
result of years of prayer, study of the Sermon on the Mount
(Matthew 5-7), lighting candles, and the consistent call to
non-violence. Researching this sermon gave me great
comfort and hope in the power of the Holy Spirit of Christ,
the “Prince of Peace.” It also called me to wonder if there
is something that we can learn from the “ Peaceful

Revolution” exercised by the German faithful.

Fast forward from 1989 to today. As| writethis
article, President Obamais deliberately taking account of
the situation in Afghanistan. For some, heis not making a
decision quickly enough. Others appreciate his care in the
gravity of thisdecision. Eight years have passed since this
war began and we wonder what progress we have made.
War iswearisome! | wonder if it istime for some
prophetic imagination?

Did you notice that in our world hunger appeal this
year we have asked the children to collect pennies for a
ministry called Pennies for Peace. Thisisa program of the
Central AsialInstitute founded by Greg Mortensen (a
Lutheran lay person and author of the best seller, Three
Cups of Tea). Since 1996, Greg Mortensen’s organizations
have built nearly one hundred schools in Afghanistan and
Pakistan which serve more than 28,000 students, over
14,000 of whom are girlsl His motto is, “With three cups
of tea ... thefirst cup you're a stranger, second cup a
friend, and the third cup you become family. That doesn’t
mean you just go around drinking tea, having peacein the
world. But what it meansisthat first we have to build
relationships and get to know each other.”

Why has Greg Mortensen been able to accomplish
something that has been beyond the reach of our military?
The answer is complex, | am sure, but might it have
something to do with “ prophetic imagination”? Does this
offer us any insight into what Jesus meant when he said,
“Love your enemy”? What might happen if we took Jesus,
literally, at His Word?

| am praying for our President to have some prophetic
imagination in these days of decision making regarding an
Afghanistan strategy and | invite you to join mein that
prayer. | lament the suffering, violence, death, and waste
of precious resources that mark thiswar. It seemsto me
that the voice of the faith community might counsel that
our nation’s discussion has been far too narrow and not
nearly creative enough. Massive humanitarian assistance
and sustai nable devel opment can rebuild abroken nation,
inspire confidence, trust and hope among its people and
undermine the appeal of terrorism. And it costslessthan
continued war.

Our Earth Ministries
Team works to provide
insight and information
about the natural world around us, and how we can be good
stewards of the environment, and the vast array of living
organisms found on earth. Without this understanding,
caring for God' s creation can be a difficult and often
misguided task. Imagine trying to run afarm if you were
raised in the inner city and didn’t know how to milk a cow
or shear a sheep, or you didn’t know what foods to feed the
animals, or what types of seedsto plant based on the soil
conditions, and when to plant them. In our monthly Earth
Ministries meetings we have cons dered some of the more
recent interpretations of the Bible that suggest that “heaven
on earth” may mean just that, the ultimate residency of Thy
Kingdom. Knowing what exists on earth, in terms of
biological diversity, and understanding how organisms
interact and change with changing environmental or biotic
conditions provides the basis for good stewardship of
God's creation. One of the most important conceptsin
understanding the biology of our planet isthe
understanding of evolution. Evolution forms the
cornerstone of all aspects of biology. This year is special as
it is the 150" anniversary of the publication of abook that
proposed atheory to explain the mechanisms resulting in
the diversity of life on earth, and it is also the 200" birthday
of the book’ s author. The author is Charles Darwin, and the
book is On the Origin of Species by Means of Natural
Selection or The Preservation of Favoured Racesin the
Struggle for Life. Many people think that Darwin is
responsible for the idea of evolution, but this concept was
around long before he published his masterpiece of over 20
years of thought and consideration. Hisidea of evolution
based on natural selection is atheory (ahypothesis
surviving a multitude of testing in awide array of
situations) that has support from more lines of evidence
than was ever thought of when Darwin wrote his book.
Many of the tenants of histheory came from observations
he made of natural systems and organisms on afive year
sailing journey. After hisuniversity studies at Edinburgh,
Darwin was off to become a country clergyman when the
opportunity came up for himto join afive-year exploratory
journey to South America, and beyond, as the traveling
companion to the captain of the H.M.S. Beagle. He soon
became the officia naturalist for the voyage, and published
the account of his travels upon his return in the Voyage of
the Beagle. His trip experiences exposed him to a variety of
different habitats, organisms, and environmental
conditions. He found avariety of different fossils that were
similar in many respects to the living animals encountered
near their camps, and saw many unique animals like marine
iguanas, giant tortoises, and the many species of finches
from the Galapagos Islands.

It took more than 20 years after hisreturn from this

voyage for Darwin to publish hisideas on evolution where
species were related to a common ancestor, and under
natural selection those individuals that best survived the
conditions of their environment would produce more
offspring for the next generation. Perpetuation of variation
between individua s through generations would therefore
lead to use of different resources eventually resulting in
digtinct species. Thelongevity of Darwin’s composition of
the Origin of Species was the result of hisfollowing the
scientific method in testing and retesting his hypotheses and
accumulating evidence in avariety of organisms and
situations from plants (he loved orchids) to insects, to
marine organisms and land animals, to the formation of
atolls and coral reefsto climate change (glaciations). If fact,
he wouldn’t have published when he did if he was not about
to be scooped by another young scientist, Alfred Wallace,
who came up with the same theory independently. In
addition to bringing to your attention the 150" anniversary
of the publication of thiswork and Darwin’s 200" birthday,
| hope that everyone takes the time to learn more about
nature and natural processes. This book isfilled with some
wonderful descriptions of so many different life forms and
how they interact, and discusses aspects of the earth’s
history from geology to climate change through glaciation.
Darwin’stheory is still at the forefront of evolutionary
science because even after 150 years of testing new
hypotheses and testing and retesting the theory of natural
selection as a mechanism for evolution it still remains valid.
It isat the foundation of all biological sciences. The advent
of genetics by the monk Gregor Mendel, a contemporary of
Darwin though they never knew of each other, and the
subsequent advances to molecular biology where we are
today, has only strengthened Darwin’s theory by unlocking
some of the secrets to what determines variationsin form
and function in organisms.

As Lutherans we can celebrate both God' s creation and
evolution. As stated in arecent article in the Lutheran
(Decher, Jan. As Darwin turns 200.... The Lutheran
September 2009: 34-35), our origins may be explained both
physically through evolution and spiritually through creation
astold in Genesis. Many theol ogians and churches,
including the ELCA conclude that evolution by natural
selection is not incompatible with belief in God as creator.
To that end, Darwin ends his book On the Origin of Species
with a beautiful passage:

Thereis grandeur in thisview of life, with its several
powers, having been originally breathed into a few forms or
into one; and that; whilst this planet has gone cycling on
according to the fixed law of gravity, fromso simplea
beginning endless forms most beautiful and most wonderful
have been, and are being evolved.

I recommend reading the VVoyage of the Beagle and the
Origin of Species, because they can open our eyes to new
ways of seeing the marvelous handiwork of God.

This decision was based on forecasted cash

shortfalls which occur in the summer as well as not being able to borrow funds from our restricted funds to cover those

operating cash shortfals. Beginning in July we began forwarding benevolence payments to the Synod. Y ear to date

benevolence payments to the Synod total $10,217 while benevolences to be paid to the Synod total $15,035.

Four years after Hurricane Katrina battered the Gulf Coast and
turned entire communities into water-logged matchsticks, the New
Orleans and Slidell areas still struggle to rebuild. One native we spoke
with said she believesit will take a generation to fully recover from
Katrina s destruction.

Our group of 14 journeyed to Slidell to help Catholic Charities
and Habitat for Humanity with their continuing work in the area.
Y ou can read about how the work progressed at the ' LCR Relief”
Facebook page where a number of our members wrote about the trip
and at http://lcr-relief.blogspot.com.

For Catholic Charities, we organized their building supply
warehouse, something for which the long-term volunteers were
extremely grateful. To maintain their grant funding, they need to build
six houses a month -- a huge task. We built them shelves to store their
wood, asimple thing, but they were ecstatic.

To the residents and long-term volunteers, Katrina has been a
marathon. They have already dealt with the devastation, the clean-up
and now the rebuilding. They’re tired and need support now more
than ever. If you would still like to help, contributions to the
Hurricane Relief restricted fund could be put to good use to help
cover thetrip’s expenses as well as donations to the charities we
assisted.

Our four days of building with Habitat for Humanity were
fulfilling, chalenging and alot of fun. We worked on two houses.
There were all skill levels on this trip. Some snapped on their tool
belts with ease and nodded knowingly when the job assignments were
handed out. Others had never held a circular saw. Skilled or unskilled,
it didn’'t matter. The Habitat folks never flinched about teaching us
something we' d never done before.

The best part of the work was the people. We worked aongside
homeowners who were excited because their Habitat house
represented an opportunity to move their children into a stable home,
ahome their family hadn’t had since the storm hit. There was the man
next door to our worksite who let us eat lunch on his deck, at atable
he had burned Bible versesinto. Volunteers had built his house and he
wanted to give something back.

Every day we were there we saw God and hope in the people we
met, the houses we built and in the volunteers we supported.

Our Earth Ministry recently began evaluating
the various types of lighting in use at LCR. We
have spoken with Steve Crawford about the various
types of light fixturesin use at LCR. Our objective
isto identify those that could use compact
fluorescent light (CFL) bulbs, but which currently
use incandescent bulbs. Thisisone of the activities
the Earth Ministry isinvestigating in an effort to
identify where, and how, LCR can reduce its carbon
footprint on the planet. Where feasible we will use
some of our budget resources to help replace
incandescent bulbs with the more energy efficient
CFLs. We have learned that anumber of LCR's
fixtures are not conducive to using CFLs or the
fixtures present are already utilizing more efficient
or fluorescent lighting technology.

We are exploring how we can work with a new
organization in Ohio called Ohio I nterfaith Power
and Light (OhIPL). Interfaith Power and Light
began in California as an organization working with
churches to advise and provide support, resources,
and workshops to help churches across the country
become more energy efficient. Energy use by
public buildings places a substantial demand on the
national energy grid. Churches are included and
often, due to any number of factors (e.g., age,
construction, design), are not as energy efficient as
they could be. Interfaith Power and Light aswell as
OhIPL have organized with the belief that churches
should be leadersin inspiring wise and prudent use
of energy resources -- recognizing the impact and
working to reduce the adverse effects alegacy of
fossil fuel consumption is having on God' s creation.

Screening on Monday, January 11, 2010. This event is sponsored by the
DAYTON HEART & VASCULAR HOSPITAL at Good Samaritan.

These health screenings will be offered for people 40-years-old and
older. The vascular screenings are performed using Doppler color flow
ultrasound systems and include the following:

1) A Carotid Artery Screening —visualizes the build up of plaquein the
carotid arteries, which leads to stroke. (Most strokes are linked to
carotid artery blockage).

2) Atrial Fibrillation (Afib) — A test to measureirregular heart beat.
Having Afib increases your risk of stroke 5 times and can lead to
congestive heart failure.

3) An Abdominal Aortic Aneurysm (AAA) test —looks for an
enlargement in the abdominal aortathat could lead to a ruptured aortic
artery. The vast mgjority of people who have an aneurysm have no
symptoms.

4) An AnkleBrachia Index (ABI) —screensfor peripheral arteria
disease in the lower extremities, whichis closely linked to coronary
artery disease.

5) Bone density screening, which testsfor the early signs of osteoporosis.

6) Complete Lipid panel, Glucose and C-Reactive Protein blood tests are
also available for $99.00. These blood tests require an eight hour fast.

These screenings are completely painless, non-invasive, and require
ten minutes or less each to complete. The cost for all four vascular
screenings is $139.00.
