2010 Domestic Hunger Grants Awarded to 17 Ministries in Our Synod 

Seventeen ministries were chosen to receive Domestic Hunger Grants from the 
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America.  The grants are awarded for 2010. 

Those receiving grants are: Community Kitchen, Columbus; Faith Mission, Inc., 
Columbus; First English Lutheran Church, Columbus; First Lutheran Church, 
Portsmouth; God's Neighborhood Escape for Teens Youth Center Ministry, Pomeroy; 
Interfaith Hospitality Network of Springfield; Logan County Homeless Shelter, 
Bellefontaine; Lutheran Community Services, Bellefontaine; MAP Furniture Bank, 
Columbus; Meigs Cooperative Parish, Pomeroy; Mid-Ohio Food Bank, Columbus; 
Ministry for Community, London; Over-the-Rhine Community Housing; Cincinnati, 
Roselawn Evangelical Lutheran Church, Cincinnati; St. Paul Lutheran Church, Ironton; 
St. Peter's Evangelical Lutheran Church, Columbus; Westerville Area Resource 
Ministry, Westerville.  

A total of $46,590 was awarded to ministries in the Southern Ohio Synod. 
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Well, maybe my gratitude for you is not quite literally 
what St. Paul felt about his beloved congregation in 
Philippi (praying constantly!), but as I begin my thirteenth 
year as your pastor, I am thankful for all of you and for the 
ministry that we share together.  I am particularly gratified 
by how we have glorified God in 2009.  Among my most 
significant thanksgivings are the following: 
1)  Faithfulness to our worship life:  In 2009, our worship 

attendance was the highest that it has ever been in the 
life of our congregation, 9% higher than 2008.  Thank 
you Rich Weyhrich and the Worship and Music 
Committee, Michelle Meinhart, John Snowden, Diane 
Hill, adult and children’s choirs, Joyful Noise Band 
members, and all who participate in some capacity to 
lead worship each weekend, for making our worship 
life vibrant and God glorifying. 

2)  Our response to the ELCA human sexuality 
decisions:  It has been evident all along that as a 
congregation we are not in agreement about the 
theology and biblical interpretation surrounding the 
human sexuality decisions.  Regrettably, we have lost a 
few families because of the decisions and some of our 
members have decided not to sign the Covenant as a 
matter of conscience.  However, overwhelmingly, we 
have decided to respect and attempt to understand each 
other while we continue to focus on the mission of our 
Lord and the ministry of our church.  You have been a 
witness that your love for Christ and for each other is 
stronger than matters that could divide us!  Our partisan 
and divisive world needs this witness of unity amid 
diversity (and your pastor is humbled by it). 

3)  Your benevolence:  The economic recession grinds on 
and has had a detrimental financial affect on almost 
every one of our families.  However, Christians have a 
history finding hope and working resurrection out of 
adversity.  As you will read in more detail in the report 
from our Treasurer in this issue of Ramblings, your 
giving met budget in 2009 and our congregational 
expenses were a bit less than budget, so we had a small 
surplus for the year.  Total giving in 2009 exceeded 
2008 by $36,000!  Thank you Stewardship Committee 
for your fine work of encouraging us to year-round 
generosity of all of God’s gifts.  Thank you to Perry 
Owen, Bethanne Rammel, Doug McLaren and Cindy 
Miller for managing and reporting our finances. 

 The goal for our World Hunger Appeal was $13,000 in 
2009 and once again, we exceeded our goal.  We 
continue to be a leader, among more than ten thousand 
ELCA congregations, in hunger ministry.  Thank you 
for your generosity and compassion to confronting 
hunger.  Thank you to Carrie Vollbracht, Charlotte 
Kreinbring, and our Hunger Task Force for your 
dedicated efforts on behalf of the world’s hungry 
people. 

 In 2009, we established the Emergency Congregational 
Needs Fund to assist members of our congregation who 
are struggling to pay their bills during this recession.  
Your giving to the Fund was $9,000.  Every time that I 
notified you that we needed money for the Fund, you 
contributed generously and rapidly.  Thank you to 
every family that was able to contribute to assist your 
LCR family members in their time of need! 

4)  Our teenagers:  It was an honor and joy to chaperone 
nineteen of our Senior High youth members to the 
ELCA National Youth Gathering in New Orleans.  
They were model Christians in every respect.  Thank 
you for affording them the opportunity to develop their 
faith. Be comforted in knowing that the faith is being 
passed on to the next generation of leaders in the 
Church. 

5)  Twenty-two families that joined our family in 2009:  
Last Sunday, on the way out of church, one of those 
members said, “Pastor, the best thing that happened to 
me in 2009 was becoming a member of Lutheran 
Church of the Resurrection!”  Thank you to Kris Miller 
and our Inviting and Welcoming Committee for 
making hospitality one of our core convictions.  It may 
sound corny, repetitious and old at the end of each of 
our liturgies, but in any case, thanks for “bringing a 
friend” and please continue to do so.  The world needs 
the Gospel! 

6)  More than seventy members who participated in 
 Christmas caroling:  It has always mystified me 
that we could never muster together more than ten 
members to go Christmas caroling.  We have tried any 
number of alternatives over the years but never had a 
good response.  This year we had over seventy 
members participate in caroling and it was absolutely 
joyful for those we visited and for those who made the 
visits.  This was one of the highlights of my Christmas 
season this year.  Thank you Maureen Dewing for your 
persistence! 

7) Watching you walk along side Cindy through three 
years of illness:  My words will never be able to 
sufficiently thank you for the care that you have 
provided to Cindy and me as she faced knee 
reconstruction and breast cancer.  I don’t know how we 
would have done it without your support.  Thank you to 
Jill Guenther, the Caring Ministry Team, and each of 
you who individually helped us in countless ways.  
Cindy is a survivor and she is ready to start 2010 with a 
sense of optimism and thankfulness for the gift of 
healing.

Some time back, I wrote an article about our fresh 
water supply, using an analogy of all the world’s water 
fitting into a one gallon bucket. Well, today I’d like to 
revisit that bucket and this time focus on the big part. I’m 
talking, of course, about the oceans. As stated in my earlier 
article, the oceans account for 97 percent of all the water on 
earth and cover 71 percent of our planet’s surface. 

The oceans are quite obviously immense and almost 
seemingly endless. They hide from view the world’s 
longest mountain range, covering the highest peaks and 
filling the deepest valleys. In Genesis 1:20 we read, “And 
God said, ‘Let the waters abound with an abundance of 
living creatures.’” Abound indeed, 99 percent of our 
planets biosphere is contained in the oceans, and an 
estimated 80 percent of all living things reside there. When 
we look at the ocean, we don’t wonder what it looked like 
100 or a million years ago, as we do with the land. It seems 
eternal, never changing, infinite. 

The concept of vastness and immensity can instill a 
sense of wonder and awe in us; however, there is also a 
danger. The danger lies in belief that the ocean truly is 
“endless,” that it serves as an inexhaustible hunting ground 
for food, a bottomless garbage can for our waste, and a 
perpetual non-clogging filter for our toxins. Richard Ellis, 
in his book Empty Ocean, chronicles the stark reality of our 
emptying of the oceans. Tuna, swordfish, cod, shark, and 
salmon-- all the major fisheries in the world-- are in decline 
due to overfishing, with population drops of as much as 90 
percent. Many of these species may never recover. 

So as technology allows the world’s fishing fleets to 
fish deeper and deeper in more and more exotic locales to 
satisfy our insatiable demands, it also produces more and 
more waste in our ever burgeoning “disposable society.” 
Much of that waste ends up in the ocean, whether by 
accident or intentionally being put there. In fact, each year 
we dump three times more trash into our oceans than the  
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weight of fish we take out. The majority of that trash is in 
the form of plastic, which now accounts for 80 percent of 
ocean debris. In the North Pacific, there is now an area 
twice the size of Texas known as the “garbage patch,” that 
contains an estimated three million tons of plastic-- six 
times the concentration of plankton. And if that’s not bad 
enough, don’t forget the million or so birds and hundreds of 
thousands of marine mammals, turtles and fish that die each 
year from entanglement or ingestion of plastic. 

And remember that “non-point”  pollution I talked 
about in my earlier article? Guess where that ends up?  
More oil leaked from automobiles ends up in the ocean 
each year than all the oil spilled by the Exxon Valdez. 
Pesticides, PCB’s, dioxins, and heavy metals are all carried 
into the oceans and absorbed by plankton, which are 
ingested by herbivores, which in turn are eaten by larger 
carnivores, which are in turn eaten by us. Remember all 
those warnings about tuna and mercury? Yes, we indeed 
are what we eat. 

So what’s the answer? Well, quite simply, we have two 
choices. One, we could greatly reduce the human 
population; or two, we can reduce our ecological footprint 
to a sustainable size. That is, consume and pollute less. Of 
course, the irony is that if we fail to do the second, we will 
by default achieve the first, due to the collapse of our 
ecosystem. 

As we read in Genesis, "God created the oceans and all 
that is in them", and he calls us to be stewards of those 
resources. So next time you visit or think about the ocean, 
remember that although God’s love for us and his creation 
is limitless and eternal, the oceans are not.
